FURTHER TARGETS

INITIAL GOALS

» Recyclability grades apply to all packaging « EU packaging
waste reduction
target: -10%
compared to 2018

o A:>=95%; B:80 -95%; C:70 -80%
* Packaging must at least meet Grade C
¢ 100% reuse for domestic transport packaging (e.g. pallets)
e >=40% of transport packaging for cross-border shipments is reusable
¢ >=10% of bundled or secondary packaging is reusable

« NOT counted as transport packaging: cardboard, pallet wrapping,
strapping bands

» Design for Recycling (DfR) criteria become binding

o mono-materials & no disruptive elements

» >=35% recycled plastic in flexible, non-contact-sensitive packaging

o If packging is made up of at least 5% plastic

¢ Maximum 50% empty-space ratio for transport- & grouped
packaging

* EU packaging waste reduction target: -5% compared to 2018
